This makes for a neater copy for those who like to keep back issues. Charter membership - ends
August 1, 1996, Charter member numbers will not change if membership is interupted but the number
will be followed by an asterisk., Also, charter members should be sent all back issues until
the supply is exhausted.

Bob Mitchell (ACE #32) sent ACK a photo copy of an encased photo, pictured is a women
from the shoulders up, facing forward with a short hair atyle, circa 1920's, the encnsement,
is Aluminum with a group of numbers and a beaded border. A very usual piece,

Cost of encasements-Acecording to Joel Reznick there is no hard and fast rule. He feels the
modern pieces are worth $2 to $4. thats from the last 10 years, the 50-60's $5 to $6, the
40's $7., the 30's $8 to $15 and the 20's and down $10 and up. Again, condition and location
play a major role. Jim Hemphill feels that common Oregon pieces are worth $5-$10 and the
scarce ones up from there. What do other ACE members think? Joel (ACE #29)has one of the
largest collections of encased in the mid west. Jim (ACE #3) collects Chevy and Oregon
which was eluded to earlier,

Herman Aqua,D.D.S. (ACE #10) has some interesting thoughts on rarity. He feels R-1 to R-7
is sufficiente R-T - 1 or 2 pieces known, R-6- 3 to 6 known, R=5 7-15 known, R4 - 16 to
30 known, R~3 31 to 75 known, R-2 76 to 150 known and R-1 over 150 known. Dr. Aqua intends
to use the above scale in a PA book that he is currently working on., He feels the only
important ones are 6 & 7 becamse they are really the scarce or rare pieces.

He writes this about the Chevy pieces....

A note on the Chevrolet 1947-48 encased. The whole situation at that time must be put
into perspective — you have to be as old as me to remember the time frame.

Remember that no cars were made during World War 1I, 1In fact, cars were not really
turned out until late in 1946 and early 1947. 1 think that Chevrolets were being produced
in quantity by 1947-48 and I think this was the way or one of the ways the Company used
to let the U.S. public know that cars were available in quantity again,

I came out of the service late in 1946 and believe me there were no cars around to buy
-~ just old, bent up pre war stuff.

That may add a little to the Chevy encased of 1948 and why they were issued.

Encased Cents Of The 1901 Pan—American Exposition by James M, Lawniczak (ACE #21)

Box 14465 Cleveland, Ohio 44114

The Pan-American Exposition was held in Buffalo, New York from May 1 to Novemeber 1, 1901,
Probably the most famous thing that happened at the Fxposition was that President McKinley
was shot in the Temple of Music on September 6, 1901, He died in the early morning on
September 14, The exposition was closed that day. To show how our system of criminal
justice has changed since 1901, McKinley's killer, Leon Czolgosz, was executed on October
29 before the exposition closed!

Expositions and world's fairs were important ways of exchanging information in the _
world before the information explosion. The Buffalo exhibition included exhibits on agricul-
ture, fishing, electricity, machinery and equipment, Many states and foreign countries,
such as Mexico, Cuba, Honduras and Chile had exhibits.

The Exposition was held just as encased cents were becoming popular. One horseshoe
variety indicates that an encased cent was patented on April 11, 1899, Aluminum had just
come into popular use and was perfect for the encasements.

As you will see, there were many different varieties of encased cents related to the
Pan-American Exposition. I have seen no information on who produced or distributed them or
how they were given out. If you have any information, please write me, Many different "
types of souvenirs were given out or sold at the exposition, including paperwieghts, spoond,
lithographed cards that were given away, and puzzles. Because one cent was real money in
those days, I imagine the encased cents were sold for souvenirs, not just given out.

The identification numbers used are similar to those used by Bryan Ryker in his
article on Fankhauser encased. For short, you can just use PAE and the number, skipping
the NY and BUF,

One of the joys about encased are that there are no price lists, so that you simply
pay what you are willing to pay in order to have an items Generally, most common Indian
encased sell for $8-$20 depending on whether the owner has some knowledge of encased and
how badly the buyer wants the item.

However, 1 know most of you like to know what something is worth, I do not think that
there is a apecific price that can be put on any piece — — only a range can be given, The
prices are based on my experience for decent, EF type and more for items in better shape,
Do not put too much faith in these prices - — some of them are based on only one observation,

bood luck souvenir. As the coin pressed into the die, the rim was filed down where the

four clovers are and the stem is. Thus, a small portion of the rim sticks up at the spot

of the stem, adding to the effect. This is more pronounced on some coins than on others.

On some coins the clover stem bends to the left, pointing towards the E in Exposition (this

is the la variety); on others it bends to the right pointing towards the P (1b variety).

Both varieties seem plentiful, although the one bending to the left seems to be a little

more common. I do not know why the dies were changed to make this slipht change. If any of

you know, let me know,.

This is the most common Pan American Exposition encased and may be the most common
Indian encased. PAE-1 is almost always available at any good sized show, at least in this
area, near Buffalo. It is often suen in mail bids and dealer catalogs.

There are many other encased with the same four leaf clover style around the same time
— — they were probably made by the same manufacturer, HKxamples that I have seen are a 1901
Souvenir of Niagara Falls (NY-NIA-SOU-1) (same reverse too), a 1904 St, Louis World's Fair
piece (I'11 let someone else put a number on this one), and a 1907 Jamestown Exposition
piece, 31mm (VA -JAM—JE-1). If any of you know of any others in this style, please let me
know and send rubbing or a photocopy. The cost of the PAE-1 is $8-$20.

(NY)-(BUF)-PAE-2. Horseshoe shaped, with a small buffalo facing right under the cent.,

This appears to be the second most common of the Pan American Fxposition encased, Cost $15-30,

(NY)-(BUF)-PAE-3, Wishbone shaped, with a leaping buffalo facing left above the cent., Cost
$15-30.

(NY)-(BUF)=PAE-4. Round, 38mm., On obverse, I am your mascot,souvenir Pan-American Exposition,
Cost $15-830.

(NY)-(BUF)-PAE-5, Round,38mm, heart shape around cent, Souvenir of good luck, Pan~
American Exposition, Reverse has two wishbones and says Lucky Penny Pocket Piece.

Cost $10-$25,

!NY!—!HUF!-PAELé. Wishbone shaped., Cent obverse has a four leaf clover sticking out at the
top, with two horseshoes, identical to the reverse of PAE-3, The cent's reverse says
Bostock's Great Animal Arena, Pan American FExposition, Buffalo, 1901. Cost $50-$120,

(NY)—(BUF)-PAE-7. Round, On the obverse, the coin is in a dustpan with the handle towards
the top. Pan-American Exposition, lLucky Coin Souvenir. I have not seen the reverse,
Cost $100-$150,

(NY)-(BUF)-PAE-8, Round plastic holder, 37mm, the coin does not show through on the reverse,
About twice as thick as the aluminum style. Reverse has a picture of the Triumphal Arch,
Perhaps this was part of a set that includes other attractions? The obverse says I am
never broke, lucky souvenir. $30-860.

(NY)—(BUF)-PAELQ, I have only seen a photocopy of this one. It is a token encased in a
round aluminum encasement, The obverse says Pan-American Exposition Buffalo N.Y. The
reverse says The Lucky Coin, Keep me and you will always be broke, I have no idea what
it might be worth,

The Exposition was a financial failure, losing over $6 million, with attendance spars
after the President was assassinated. The final day, November 1, 1901, was declared to b;e
"Buffalo day" in the hopes that tourists would come one last time., But it was g disaster
Few Paying customers came; and those who came were destructive. The National Glass eXhib;t
was completely destroyed.

Prank Bostock (see PAE—6), who owned the animal exhibits, had some trouble with his Prized
elephant on Buffalo Day and decided on a stunt to make some money. He announced a publie ~
execution of Jumbo for the next day, Saturday, November 2, at the stadium, tickets for fift,
cents. He advertised that the elephant would either be hanged or choked to death with chains
pulled by other elephants. ’

The mayor and other city officials refused to allow such an inhumane execution to proceed
Consequently, Bostock switched to electrocution, which the city fathers approved. Yer 7000 ’
people came to watch the electrocution. Long electric wires conneeted Jumbo to a transformer,
11,000 volts were shot into the elephant. What happened?
